Most qualified products must be purchased and installed between January 1, 2020 and December 31, 2020. However, please be aware, these purchase and install periods will end earlier if funds are depleted.

4. After the improvements are installed, complete the Application Form and all applicable Rebate Forms. Mail the completed forms along with copies of your itemized paid receipt(s) or paid contractor invoice(s) with manufacturer name(s), model number(s), and any other required documentation to:

4. I understand the product(s) must be new and installed by December 31, 2020 or earlier if program ends due to depletion of funds. Resale units, united leased, rebuilt, rented, won as a prize, or new parts installed in existing units do not qualify.

This application, signed and dated, a copy of the paid receipt(s) or invoice(s) and other required documentation on the rebate form must be postmarked by December 31, 2020 be eligible for payment of rebate. The rebate check for qualifying product(s) will be mailed 6 to 8 weeks after receiving a completed application including all required documentations.
